TIBET PERMIT:-

We will arrange for Tibet Travel permit through our Tibetan counter part. We would require the passport details of clients in following order to apply for the permit.

- Date of issue and expiry of the passport
- Date of Birth
- Place of Birth
- Occupation
- High quality scan copy of passport of the client
 

TIBET  VISA:- 

We will arrange Tibet visa from Chinese Embassy in Kathmandu. In order to do needful, we would require scan copy of client’s passport at least 40 days prior to the commencement of tour, followed by the original passport at least one day before applying for visa at Chinese embassy in Kathmandu. 

The Chinese Embassy in Kathmandu remains open on MONDAYS, WEDNESDAYS and FRIDAYS only.
  

Best Time to Visit Tibet: 
Despite the high altitude of the Tibetan Plateau, the daytime temperatures are actually quite mild. Between April and November the average temperature ranges form 15-25 degrees Celsius and the skies are generally clear and blue. From July to August though there can be the odd shower during the day. The nights, however, can be very cold and temperatures can drop below 0 degrees Celsius. During the day a light shirt or jumper and lightweight pants will be suitable, but a warm fleece or down jacket is recommended for the evenings. The best time of year for overland tours in Tibet is from April to October.

Health:

Vaccination requirements change frequently, so it is suggested consulting your doctor at least 2 months prior to your trip. It is also recommend that you carry a basic first aid kit. The main health consideration in Tibet is altitude related illness or Acute Mountain Sickness (AMS). You may experience some mild symptoms initially, such as headache, lethargy, nausea and difficulty in sleeping, but these would lessen within a few days. A supply of bottled oxygen is carried in the vehicle at all times. Hotels in Lhasa are equipped with oxygen. 
 

Doctors are available on call. If you have ever suffered from altitude sickness, or have a heart or breathing complaint, we would highly recommend you to consult your doctor about your suitability for traveling to Tibet prior to the tour. It is recommended to rest in the afternoon in Lhasa upon arrival in order to get acclimatization. However please note that age is no barrier to enjoy an unforgettable trip to Tibet.
